Soul Food:  A Word from Peter

The Beginning of Wisdom

The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom….

     Proverbs 9:10

   What does it mean to fear God?
    I think  many people fi nd those words confusing.  To “fear” God makes 
it sound as if God is cruel, vengeful or mean.  If God is loving and forgiv-
ing, why should we fear Him?  In the book, Revolution of Character, 
Dallas Willard and Don Simpson offer this explanation:
    “Fear is the anticipation of harm.  God is not mean, but he is dan-
gerous, just as are some of the great forces he has placed in reality.  
Electricity and nuclear power, for example, are not mean, but they are 
dangerous.  In a certain sense, if we don’t “worry” about God, we simply 
aren’t being smart.  One begins to get smart when he or she fears being 
crosswise with God – fears not doing what he wants and not being as he 
requires.”
    A person who has no fear of electricity is likely to get burned or even 
killed.  In the same way, a person who doesn’t “fear”  God is likely to suf-
fer great harm.  The Book of Proverbs helps us to understand the ways 
of God so that we can live wisely and avoid danger.  To “fear” God is the 
indispensable beginning of wisdom.
