A young woman in our church was attending a Bible study recently when 
she came to the story of King David committing adultery with Bathsheba.   
With shock and dismay, she expressed upset that such a story would be 
included in the Holy Bible!

The Bible is the story of God’s grace, love and faithfulness.  However, it 
is also the story of sinners:  men and women who failed in every possible 
way.  Cain killed his brother Abel.  Noah got drunk. Sampson fell into sexual 
temptation.

As my 
father used to say, “There are only dysfunctional families in the Bible.”   For 
most of us, our families are the source of our deepest joys and also our 
deepest sorrows.

As 
Christians, we are called to be peacemakers in our families, praying and 
working to mend those broken relationships.
